THIRTY FIVE YEARS

N a cold spring morning,—April 1st 1924—the RCAF was born. The

initial establishment: 68 officers, 307 airmen. Photographic survey,
civil transportation, forestry patrol, anti-smuggling work,—even air mail
services were provided by the infant force. Worldwide depression de-
scended in the late twenties and early thirties. In 1932 cuts in appro-
priations slashed the RCAF to a skeleton force and for a time its sur-
vival was a matter for conjecture.

In aircraft such as the one above, pioneers of the twenties etched
the beginnings of a tradition in Canadian skies. They built on the foun-
dations begun by men like Bishop and Collishaw in the first World War
and the weapon they forged was to be tested in a greater conflagration.

A T one minute after midnight, 6 Canadian Bomber Group
£ came into being. Based in the soft rolling hills and ancient
towns of Yorkshire, the Canadians lent their growing weight
to the Allied air offensive.

P O Mynarski reluctantly went back through the
flames to the escape hatch. There as a last gesture to the
trapped gunner, he turned toward him, stood at attention in
his flaming clothing and saluted, before he jumped out of the
aircraft. He was found eventuclly by the French but was so
severely burned that he died from his injuries. The rear gun-
ner . . . subsequently testified that had P O Mynarski not
attempted to save his comrade’s life, he could have left the
agircraft in safety and would doubtless have escaped death
Despite this, with outstanding courage and complete disregard
for his own safety he went to the rescue. Willingly accepting
the danger P O Mynarski lost his life by a most conspicuous
act of heroism which called for valour of the highest order.
