Computerized
Pay System

In recent years the computer-
ized Pay System in the military
has been restricted by the
requirement to mail input docu-
ments from the units to NDHQ.
While many of us remember the
good old days of pay books, cards
and sheets, their use, while
providing portability, especially
the pay book, were labour inten-
sive while not providing a meth-
odology for accruing costs. The
system in place today, reacts
relatively quickly but does not
provide direct access, nor does it
provide pay statements.

The development and imple-
mentation of a new Central Com-
putation Pay System (CCPS MK
III), will include a direct link
between the Pay office and the
Data Base in Ottawa, and will
provide pay statements each pay-
day. CFB Winnipeg is scheduled
to go on line with the new system
during late August/early Sep-
tember 1991.

As a part of the implementa-
tion process we are forwarding a
data questionnaire to all military
members. The completed ques-
tionnaire will provide the infor-
mation required to accurately
mail pay statements. It is
requested that they be completed
as quickly as possible.

ing stations or consoles built by
Northwest Industries of Edmon-
ton. These consoles were easily
removed, to allow the four Winni-
peg aireraft to augment the
Transport fleet. Recently in this
role they flew evacuees from fire-
stricken Northern Manitoba in

the summer of 1989 and assisted
in the airlift of supplies to our
Forces in Qatar before the out-
break of the Gulf War.

The graduation of the last
“Here” Course from CFANS
marks the end of an era for the
school and for CFB Winnipeg.

Statement by Lieutenant-Colonel T.F. Watt,
Commandant, Canadian Forces Air Navigation School

The 20th of May 1975 marked a significant milestone in the history of Canadian Foreces Base Winni-

peg, the Canadian Forces Air Navigation School, and 429 Squadron. On this day, the last Basic Naviga-
tion Course (7407) graduated on the venerable training on the C-130NT “Hercules”. The “Herc” was to
be an interim measure until a new dedicated navigation training aireraft could be acquired. On the 8th

day of August 1991, that “interim period” finally ended after 16 years with the graduation of Course 9007.
At that time in 1975, Lieutenant Colonel F.C. Brittain, then commandant of CFANS, commented at
lengthe on the distinguished service record of the “Dakota” both prior to, and during the 26 years it served
as a navigation trainer and asked, “Can a similar record ever be achieved again?” I think so. The Her-
cules has a long way to go before it leaves service with the CF and it has demonstrated its capability,
safety and flexibility in countless ways. The 16 years it has spent in Winnipeg training navigators is just
one of many chapters in its operational history. The four “Winnipeg Heres” will now be modified once
again to carry out primary search and rescue duties from CFB Greenwood. It seems clear now that the
“Hercules” is destined to become an aviation legend in the tradition of the ubiquitous “Dak”.

As important as the aircraft have been in meeting our training obligations it is the people who have
been involved over the years who have truly made the difference. The graduation of Course 9007 also
marks the end of our relationship with 429 (T) Squadron. The professionalism and spirit of cooperation
which have been the focus of this association have gotten us through many difficulties over the years and
have allowed us to get the job done despite the problems. We at CFANS will miss the association we
shared with 429, both professionally and socially, but are looking forward to the continuing development

of our new partnership with 402 Squadron.

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Hello! In my last attempt to
illuminate my corner of the
world, I wrote about light and
theorists and God'’s love for us. I
also promised that I would tackle
the subject of prayer and its rela-
tion to time.

We have a very limited percep-
tion of time, being bound by our
physical dimensions and how we
sense time to be passing. You
only need to have: a) worked
shift, b) lived with shift-workers
or ¢) come in contact with them;
to realize that time seems to
change pace.

It’s not hard to believe, some-
where around ‘“zero dark
hundred” that you're really the

only one in the world struggling
to stay awake. It feels somewhat
futile if there's nothing to work
at. Nonetheless, you putter
around, finishing paperwork,
sweeping floors, doing a last
check of the hangar or office and
otherwise seeing that every-
thing's secure. I know that I
asked myself quite frequently
WHY I chose to carry on, seem-
ingly out-of-syne with the rest of
the world. This sense of abstract
futility can become pretty
depressing unless you list a few
reasons about why you chose to
be awake and concerned while
everyone else is asleep.

1. We have a duty to perform.
2. Others have entrusted us with
that duty. 3. We have certain
needs met by performing it. 4.
Others may feel safer knowing
that we are awake and carrying
out our duties.

A duty is rather like a
covenant. It's a promise between
two parties that certain agreed-
upon things will be accomplished.
That’s sort of like the covenant
between God and this world of
people. We agree to be awake
and aware of God’s presence
(even when we're too tired, or
ngry, or hurt, or grieving) and
God is with us NO MATTER
WHAT condition God finds us in.

- Perception of Time

That's even more diligent that
what our limited human bodies
can manage. We can do a great
deal; be aware of ourselves and
others and try to fulfil ALL our
covenantal relationships with
those people. As long as we are
willing to try, (even when we
have no strength and little hope)
in our relationship with Self,
Other and God, we leave our-
selves open. That heavy sigh too
great for words, is heard by God.
Qur prayers, no matter how
short, or awkward, or rusty are
more than adequate to reestab-
lish eovenant love and under-
standing. With each small sound,
or cry for help, God rushes in to
be with us. We are surrounded by
God always and in all ways, but
we can only feel that presence
when we choose to open our-
selves to it.

I am the Lord your God, the
Lord of Hosts is my name. I
cleft the sea and its waves
roared, that I might fix the
heavens in place and form the
earth and say to Zion, 'You are
my people’. I have put my
words in your mouth and kept
you safe under the shelter of
my hand. ISAIAH 51:15-16

He also
serves year round on the Mani-
toba Special Olympics Security
and Medical Committee under
Chairman Marcel Van De Weghe,
a retired CF member. Cpl Syt-
sma says the military’s primary
role in lending support to the
Special Olympies is directing
security operations.

“Security falls into line with

what military personnel are .

trained for, so it's a natural role
for us,” he explains. “Our exper-
tise is considered a real asset.”
Buddy Network

Tucked away in a room on
campus in Tache Hall, the unseen
CP staff deftly oversee the day-
to-day games operations.
However, many of the Junior
Ranks volunteers do play a more
personal role with the games par-
ticipants. These men and women
are assigned to different games
venues to provide safety, support
and guidance for both the ath-
letes and coaches. Equipped with

hand-held radios, which keep
them in constant contact with the
CP, they can seek immediate
assistance for emergencies, or
simply relay messages between
the CP and the sporting venues.
They assist in traffic control by
establishing safe traffic patterns
at each venue site, and ensure
VIP parties are escorted to and
from their designated drop-off
zones,

This network of “special olym-
pic buddies” also work closely
with the athletes and coaches. A
good deal of their time is spent
checking over the athletic equip-
ment used in the sporting events
to ensure it is safe. They also
assist and provide guidance to
their athletic charges wherever
and whenever they can.
Command Post — Eyes and Ears

The centre of the military
security operation in support of
the games is the Command Post.
Staffed by Junior Ranks volun-
teers both day and night, the CP
monitors and coordinates all the
communications requirements
for the duration of the Special
Olympies. Cpl Sytsma says the
CP is a critical component of the
overall games operations. “The
CP staff act as the eyes and ears
for the games’ organizers by
coordinating the delivery of sup-
port services to over 600 olympi-
ans and coaches in over 20 games
venues and locations throughout
the city."

Working in twelve hour shifts,
the CP volunteers perform a
wide variety of functions. Routine
requests might include the sup-
ply of special meals to athletes
with specific diet requirements,
or dispatching ambulances to
attend to medical emergencies.
They also arrange transportation
for athletes and coaches, control
traffic and direct athletes to their
appropriate quarters or venues.

The University of Manitoba
lends its facilities to the Special

Olympics, and the majority of the *

venues for the sporting competi-
tions are located on campus. The
university campus also looks
after the meals and accommoda-
tions for the athletes. However,
it's a sprawling campus and some
athletes ecan run into difficulty
finding their way around. In addi-
tion, a few of the events are held
in locations off campus, so some
participants may leave the
university grounds. With all the
activity and traffie, the oceasional
olympian athlete does get lost. In
such instances, the CP plays an
essential role in directing the
search.
Team Effort

Cpl Sytsma is quick to point
out that the CP does not handle
all these tasks singlehandedly.
“It's a team effort, and we work

physiotherapists, not to mention
the countless other people who
donate their time and skills to the
games.”

Brooke Edmondson, Special
Olympics Public Relations Direc-
tor, says the assistance provided
by the Junior Ranks Mass and its
volunteers is really marvellous.
“They are at every venue, and a
number have even fulfilled roles
as chairpeople for some of the
events. They seem to really enjoy
working with the athletes,” she
notes, adding, “They also take
part in the games' opening
ceremonies by escorting the ath-
letes in the parade. Overall it's
just a really positive experience
for everyone.”

Cpl Sytsma agrees, adding he
never has a problem recruiting
volunteers. “The response is
always excellent, and usually the
people who've been involved
before are anxious to volunteer
again.” Next year he hopes to
expand the volunteer recruit-
ment to include the Junior Ranks
membership at CFB Portage and
CFB Shilo.

The Special Olympics have
become a very popular project
for CFB Winnipeg's Junior
Ranks Mess says PMC MCpl
Craig Comak, adding support
comes from all over the base.
“This year volunteers were
recruited from the MP section,
Base Ops, BAMEO, 733 Comms
Sqn, Base Orderly Room, Base
Tpt, Base Hospital, Base Supply,
Base Accommodation, Base
Comptroller and Air Command
Headquarters. The base also sup-
plied the games with hand-held
radios, tentage, pick-up stretch-
ers and a number of military
vehicles.”

New Perspective

The Junior Ranks volunteers
approach their task with genuine
dedication and really take an
interest in getting to know the
athletes. Win or lose, these com-
petitors are all champions in their
own right says Cpl Sytsma.
“When the volunteers actually
see the sheer determination of
their charges in the heat of com-
petition, they come away from
the games with a different view
of what it is to be handicapped.
The friendliness and enthusiasm
of the athletes is contagious. He
grins, “It's easy to understand
why Fred Dugdale, a member of
our games advisory counsel,
believes ‘the true essence of
amateur sport is conveyed in
these olympians'. The whole
experience breaks down fears
and stereotypes.”

The volunteers agree the
steadfast, yet gentle spirit of
these champions is a real inspira-
tion. Every soldier, sailor and air-
man involved comes away from
